The Classroom Adventures in Mathematics program is divided into two portions. The firstis a
monthly seminar series designed to bring the research and topics of mathematical interest to
teachers in the community. These seminars follow a theme and the 4 sessions each focus on a
different aspect of that theme. The first session in the series was on Geometry, the second was
on Number Theory. The Summer Institute follows a broader theme of mathematics in general.
The speakers for these sessions range from faculty members and lecturers to post-doctoral and
graduate students and even upper year undergraduate students of mathematics. We have also
incorporated students taking teacher education classes with a focus on mathematics. For the
summer institute we have a teacher candidate along with two certified teachers with mathematics
backgrounds working with us over the summer to develop activities and lesson plans for the
participants based on the lectures presented. These lessons and activities will be given to the
participants as materials that they can use in the classroom. It is our hope that these seminars
will provide teachers with something tangible that they can take back with them in their day to day
lessons. We are hoping to bridge the gap between the secondary school mathematics curriculum
and the post-secondary research and bring a wider view of mathematics into the classroom. We
also hope to achieve providing our faculty and students with an outlet to present their passion for
mathematics to the wider community and we have seen great success in being involved with this
program as a "spark" for these research mathematicians to spread why they love math to the
public at large.

All lectures volunteer their time as do those who assist in the set up/organization of these events.
